SIFE is an international non-profit organization that brings together the leaders of today and tomorrow to create a better, more sustainable world
through the positive power of business. Founded in 1975, SIFE has active programs on more than 1,300 college and university campuses in over 40
countries. Through projects that improve the lives of people worldwide, the university students, academic professionals and industry leaders who
participate in SIFE are demonstrating that individuals with a knowledge and passion for business can be a powerful force for change.

The SIFE Pillars are the basis from which teams create projects: market economics, success skills, entrepreneurship, financial literacy, environmental
sustainability, and business ethics.

HISTORY OF UNIVERSITY OF FLORIDA STUDENTS IN FREE ENTERPRISE

In the fall of 1999, a small group of student business organization presidents and a faculty advisor committed themselves to initiate a SIFE chapter at
the University of Florida. That first year their activities included researching schools to prepare for presentations in the community, forming a class of
members to encourage community outreach, and beginning the steps toward initiating projects in the school system. Their concept was simple: to
"mentor tomorrow's business leaders". Keeping in mind the idea of reciprocity, the UF SIFE team has touched thousands and seeks to reach more with
every passing year. Our team started off strong, winning the SIFE Rookie Team of the Year at the 2000 SIFE USA National Exposition. Since that time our
team has grown into an organization of more than 25 team members and hundreds of volunteers. In our teams decade of existence we have impacted
more than 30,000 people with our projects. Our team continues to create wonderful projects, and we continue to be recognized for that at the SIFE
Regional and National Competitions. Students are chosen for the UFSIFE team based on their academic ability and leadership potential.

UFSIFE is funded through many sources including through the Warrington College of Business Administration, grants, and corporate donations.
